2.1) Society Funds

As of the end of the end of April 2010 the society’s bank account was very healthy. Upon taking on the role I went through the historical accounts and I identified that deposits had been paid at Chesfield downs in 2008 and 2009 and at Mill Green in 2009 without the society playing but the deposit was not recovered. Eddie liaised with both clubs and the deposits were recovered and taken as an income this yr. 
Due to the healthy position the society paid for wine at the December meeting and will do the same at this Captains meal. The society is non profit making and excess funds will be used to help to subsidise the cost of the Legion playing the odd course during the year 
2.2) Treasurers Role

I would like to thank all as money is pro actively paid after each event and I would ask all to continue to do this as it makes the role easier.

I’m often asked to pay for the whole event before we play so can all players ensure they arrive at least 30mins before the first T Time to ensure we are in a position to confirm numbers to make payment, draw playing groups and complete cards 
2.3) Fees

Annual fees remained at £20 this year and have to be paid by end of April 2010. I will be reviewing the annual fees in Jan / Feb 2011 with the Secretary. As the secretary is using email to contact all and we have the web site it is likely that yearly fees will reduce to £10
I propose that the Secretary and the Treasurer should not pay annual fees to off set the work they do 

I also proposed that John Lowdon becomes a free society member for life due to the distance needed and the ability to attend venues

I proposed that Steve Maunders weekend away deposit be taken as subs for 2010 or when he returns rather than lost (its been added to subscriptions)
2.4) Weekend Away

All moneys for 2010 have been paid. The odd member paid by bank transfer and this will be something that we be open to all next yr. Deposits for the weekend away 2011 will be requested later once a venue has been decided and the Vice Captain has had the chance to share with all.

2.5) Course Fees

The society will continue to balance the quality of the course played with the cost with the fees changing depending on time of year and the number of rounds played. The society has a good mix of members with different levels of fitness so we will continue to offer 18 and 36 hole prices in the summer months. 
A small fee will continue to be added to each course fee to cover ball raffle and prizes. 
Where good overall value is offered at a course we will look to book for the following year
